February is Children's Dental Health Month

A sealant is a clear material that is applied in the dental office to the chewing surfaces of the back teeth (premolars and
molars) where decay most often occurs. The sealant acts as a barrier, protecting the decay-prone areas of the back teeth from
plaque and acid attacks. Each tooth takes only a few minutes to seal. Sealants hold up well under the force of normal chewing
and usually last several years before a reapplication is needed. Ask your dentist if your child can benefit from sealants.
