Baileywick Builds Students of Good Character

Baileywick’s character education program is based on the 8 character traits
WCPSS adopted after the Student Citizen Act of 2001 (SL 2001-363) was passed
into law by the North Carolina State Legislature.

WCPSS appointed a task force made up of school personnel, community and
parent representatives who selected the 8 following traits for all Wake County
schools to teach: responsibility, respect, courage, kindness, self-discipline,
integrity, perseverance, and good judgment. Over the years these character traits
have become infused throughout Baileywick’s school day routines and can be
heard as a vital part of the school’s language. Just as Woodrow Wilson said,
“Character is a by-product; it is produced in the great manufacture of daily duty.”

Baileywick teachers weave the character traits into the daily curriculum making
sure students are not only learning the state mandated curriculum in math,
language arts, social studies and science, but they are also learning about and
having opportunities for character development. Students may be asked to
analyze characters in their reading by their use of the character traits. Students
may be asked to judge their work based on the character traits.

Wake County has based the character education program on Kolberg’s levels of
moral development:

e Stage 0: Egocentric Reasoning (usually ages 4-5.) At these ages children
want to have their own way about things important to them.

e Stage 1: Obedience (usually Kindergarten.) Students at this level of
unquestioned obedience choose what to do in order to escape a
negative consequence.

e Stage 2: Self-Interest (early elementary.) At this stage a student is asking
himself, “What is in it for me? Baileywick’s Best stars help students in
this stage by acknowledging positive behavior.

e Stage 3: Conformity (upper elementary.) Students in this stage do the
right thing because they want to be seen as “good”. At this stage they
make good choices especially when adults are around.

e Stage 4: Law and Order (usually high school.) Responsibility to the
system is when a student believes it is his responsibility to follow the
rules: actions have their consequences.

e Stage 5: Human Rights (usually adult.) This stage is when a person
respects all human beings and their rights.

e Stage 6: Universal Human Ethics. When an individual acts on a value
that is beyond the law.

Home and school working together is so important in our students’ education:
both content and moral development. One area that is particularly challenging in
today’s society is knowing how to help our children learn how to use good
judgment in using the internet. To learn strategies to address this present day
challenge, parents and teachers are invited to come to the Internet Safety
Workshop Tuesday, March 9, from 6:30-8 p.m. in the Baileywick library.
