District 3 Board Advisory (BAC) Council Update 
Shila Nordone, Baileywick BAC Representative and BAC Chair 
 
BAC meeting: The topic of conversation in our February district 3 BAC meeting 
was Professional Learning Teams (PLTs). Dr. Ken Branch, WCPSS Senior Director 
for Secondary Education Programs, presented information regarding the purpose 
of PLTs and how they are implemented in Wake County. PLTs are a nationally 
recognized way for principals and teachers to regularly discuss achievement data 
and work together to meet student needs. They have been in use since the 1960s 
but have only in the last 10 years become a mainstream effort in education in the 
United States. The purpose of PLTs is to use data and professional experiences to 
develop and implement research-based best instructional practices for a more 
effective learning environment. Importantly, 20 years of research evaluating the 
effectiveness of PLTs substantiates the positive impact of school-level 
collaboration on student achievement. After Dr. Branch’s presentation the BAC 
had a candid discussion regarding why and how PLTs were implemented in 
WCPSS. Many parents discussed the haste with which early dismissal 
Wednesdays were implemented and suggested that better communication with 
parents would have lessened the public displeasure with early dismissal 
Wednesdays. Dr. Branch clarified that early dismissal was necessary because 
there is no time during the regular instructional day for teams of teachers to meet 
for an hour (this includes Special Education, Specialists, and Interventionists) and 
WCPSS felt that PLTs must be hard-wired into the school day in order for them to 
be fully effective. The current Board of Education (BOE) has voted to end early 
dismissal Wednesdays but has asked WCPSS staff to identify other times in which 
PLTs can be implemented.  
 
BOE directive: The WCPSS BOE recently approved a resolution to move towards 
community-based school assignments and end the current policy of assigning 
students based on socio-economic status. Importantly, the full formal resolution 
involves many issues beyond the current school assignment policy. Whether you 
support the proposed changes or feel that our previous policy was best, we have 
9-15 months to engage in conversation and contribute to the future design of our 
school system.  If parents are interested, we can have a series of Baileywick 
community engagement meetings to present both sides of the issues so that we 
can make informed decisions on how to support our Baileywick children. Further, 
we can directly communicate with Kevin Hill’s district 3 assignment committee 
representative, Dr. Sue King, on the needs and wishes of the Baileywick 
community.

Focus on Perseverance

This story, about the need to persevere, is from "Chicken Soup for the Soul." 
The greatest saleswoman in the world today doesn't mind if you call her a girl. That's because Markita Andrews has 
generated more than eighty thousand dollars selling Girl Scout cookies since she was seven years old. Going door-to-door after 
school, the painfully shy Markita transformed herself into a cookie-selling dynamo when she discovered, at age 13, the secret 
of selling.  It starts with desire. Burning, white-hot desire. 
For Markita and her mother, who worked as a waitress in New York after her husband left them when Markita was eight years 
old; their dream was to travel the globe. "I'll work hard to make enough money to send you to college," her mother said one 
day. "You'll go to college and when you graduate, you'll make enough money to take you and me around the world. Okay?"  So 
at age 13 when Markita read in her Girl Scout magazine that the Scout who sold the most cookies would win an all- expenses-
paid trip for two around the world, she decided to sell all the Girl Scout cookies she could - more Girl Scout cookies than 
anyone in the world, ever.  But desire alone is not enough. To make her dream come true, Markita knew she needed a plan. 
"Always wear your right outfit, your professional garb," her aunt advised. "When you are doing business, dress like you are 
doing business. Wear your Girl Scout uniform. When you go up to people in their tenement buildings at 4:30 or 6:30 and 
especially on Friday night, ask for a big order. Always smile, whether they buy or not, always be nice. And don't ask them to 
buy your cookies; ask them to invest."  Lots of other Scouts may have wanted that trip around the world. Lots of other Scouts 
may have had a plan. But only Markita went off in her uniform each day after school, ready to ask - and keep asking - folks to 
invest in her dream. "Hi, I have a dream. I'm earning a trip around the world for me and my mom by merchandising Girl Scout 
cookies," she'd say at the door. "Would you like to invest in one dozen or two dozen boxes of cookies?" 
Markita sold 3,526 boxes of Girl Scout cookies that year and won her trip around the world. Since then, she has sold more than 
42,000 boxes of Girl Scout cookies, spoken at sales conventions across the country, starred in a Disney movie about her 
adventure and has co-authored the best seller, How to Sell More Cookies, Condos, Cadillacs, Computers ... And Everything Else. 
Markita is no smarter and no more extroverted than thousands of other people, young and old, with dreams of their own. The 
difference is Markita had discovered the secret of selling: Ask, Ask, Ask! Many people fail before they even begin because they 
fail to ask for what they want. The fear of rejection leads many of us to reject ourselves and our dreams long before anyone 
else ever has the chance ….

March Math Minute 
Maggie Spivey, Math Coach 
Data Analysis and Probability is another content strand you have probably heard of before.  But you may have wondered what 
types of mathematics concepts it includes.  Basically, the goals included in the strand state that children should be able to 
organize and display relevant data.  They should also be able to formulate and answer questions about the information.  In the 
elementary grades, students also explore simple probability concepts. 
 Data Analysis and Probability, like Number Sense, looks very different throughout the grades.  Kindergarteners through 
second grade students practice these skills with sorting and classifying.  Most often, they begin with concrete representations.  
The questions posed will be more about themselves and their surroundings.   In the upper elementary grades, students 
represent data using tables and graphs.   They should begin to recognize the difference between representational, categorical 
and numerical data.  Third through fifth graders begin to design investigations to address a question.  They are encouraged to 
consider data collection methods and how they affect the nature of the data set.   
 Want to help with these skills at home?  Here are some ideas that might work for you and your family! 
 
¶  Look at graphs, charts and tables as a family.  You can find them in magazines, newspapers, etc.  Discuss their 

meanings and pose questions about the information.  Hopefully, the questions you ask will lead your child to ask new 
questions. 

¶ Challenge your child to collect their own data that they can then display.  Children are going to be most interested in 
problems, questions or data that pertain to them and their world.
