New Technology is Coming

The purchase orders have been submitted, and we eagerly await the arrival of
Presentation Carts, Smart Boards, Elmo Document Cameras, and Response Clickers.
Thanks to the availability of some textbook money that could be transferred into our
instructional supply account, we were able to purchase some much needed technology for
Baileywick. Each grade level will have their own presentation cart equipped with a data
projector and laptop which will allow our teachers to hook up to the internet and project
lessons. It will also give students the ability to project their PowerPoint presentations so
the entire class can see their products and to interact with more material via the internet.
The Smart Boards will allow for interactive lessons where students can touch a
whiteboard and move text and objects around. The ElImo Document Camera offers the
ability to take written text and pictures right from the paper, as well as 3D objects, and
project it for the entire class to see. With the Response Clickers, the children will be able
to answer questions using an individual clicker, and teachers will get immediate feedback
which will show the number of responses and graph the results for the class. Baileywick is
working on a long range technology plan for upgrading and purchasing technology to
build 21st century skills for our children.
