Developmental Guidelines for Internet Safety

Recently the Baileywick Guidance Advisory Committee sponsored a parent 
workshop on the topic of Internet Safety.  Lindsey Deere, a lawyer from the state 
attorney general’s office, presented information to parents on ways to supervise 
their children’s use of the Internet.  Computers and the Internet have 
revolutionized the way we communicate, work, shop and learn.  But along with 
the positive changes come new dangers such as cyber bullying and all kinds of 
information that may be inappropriate for children yet it is available on the 
Internet.  It is more and more important that parents know how their children 
are using the Internet. Below is information taken from the following Source:

Bass 

 
For children under 8 years of age 
¶ Bookmark websites that you feel are appropriate, to make them easy to 

access 
¶ Steer children to enrichment sites that will engage him/her and build 

creativity 
¶ Create simple rules such as: 

-Never type name, address, or phone number online 
-If something “yucky” comes up, turn off screen and get your 
parent 
-Only go to bookmarked sites.  If want to add a new one, find 
them together 
 

For children eight to 10 years old 
¶ Establish “safe” internet environment of bookmarked sites, with 

consultation to find new ones 
¶ Child should not register on any site without consulting an adult, still 

never giving personal information 
¶ Continue use of safe, supervised email account, and parent has full access 
¶ Limit Instant Messaging (IM) to known friends 
¶ Never click unwanted windows, and close windows that pop up 

unwanted 
¶ Encourage using internet as a research tool for school projects and high-

quality explorations 
 

Red Flags!!!! 
¶ Internet addiction 

-Excessive use of computer, especially late at night 
-A concern in itself, but frequently an indicator of other issues 

¶ Secretive behavior 
-Switches off computer or rapidly changes screens when you 
approach 
-Use this to discuss online activities, and ask why they do this 

¶ Empty history file after internet use 
¶ Emotionally upset appearance during or after internet use 
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¶ Disturbed relationships with parents, family, and friends 
-Dangerous online strangers try to estrange their targets from family and friends 
-Children and teens being cyber-bullied may avoid friends and school 

¶ Subtle comments. 
 

Responding to Red Flags 
¶ Respond effectively to subtle comments 
¶ Investigate further  

-Conduct complete investigation of online activities 
-Install monitoring software without informing child 

¶ Calm down before talking with child 
¶ Initiate discussion carefully 
¶ Respond to unsafe or irresponsible internet use with effective discipline to ensure that your child makes good choices 

when not under parental control 
¶ If you discover your child is involved with a dangerous stranger online, do NOT confront child as they could erase 

evidence of this communication.  Contact police/youth or computer crimes expert to report these concerns
