Any overflow of 
people wishing to attend will be directed to the Board Room where they may 
watch the committee meeting proceedings on closed circuit television. 
Like the previous meeting, there will be 153 seating vouchers available to the 
public for the regular board meeting. Citizens with vouchers are free to leave the 
premises, however any empty seats in the Board Meeting Room as of 4 p.m. will 
be released and available to the next person should there be a waiting line.
