How many of you love geometry? It is always one of my favorite strands of math to work with! It’s perfect for all of us visual
learners! The geometry strand of math includes the study of shapes and locations.

In kindergarten through second grade, students learn to recognize, name, build and draw two and three dimensional shapes.
They also investigate shapes’ characteristics and properties. Children at this age learn to specify locations and describe spatial
relationships. They learn about symmetry and how shapes may look when slid, turned, or flipped. They investigate and
predict the results of putting shapes together and taking them apart.

Third through fifth graders continue to develop their vocabulary when describing attributes and can classify shapes
according to their properties. They begin to use coordinate systems to specify locations. They predict and describe the results
when shapes are reflected (flipped), translated (slid), or rotated (turned). Line and rotational symmetry and congruency are
taught.

Help your child strengthen their geometry skills with these easy ideas...

*Look for shapes around the house and talk about them. What makes them the same or different? The grocery store is a great
place for three-dimensional shapes!

*Hide toys and give directional clues to find them.

*Play “I spy” with shapes and put lots of puzzles together.

*Have your child draw maps of their bedrooms, house, street, or neighborhood and discuss using positional words such as
“beside” or “next to.”

*www.ixl.com/ has lots of geometry questions, games, etc. for kindergarteners through fifth grade.

*Have your child experiment with symmetry using pictures, magazines and mirrors.

Do you love math? Would you like to share your interest in math with a student? Next year, we will begin a program, pairing
one student to one volunteer to work on math skills. You may be playing a game, solving a word problem or using real life
math skills to build math concepts. More specifics will follow as we discover what our needs are. If you already know that this
is something you would love to do, please send me an email (mspiveyl @wcpss.net) or a note and I will be in touch with you in
the 2010-2011 school year!
