Student Assignment Model - Presentation Recap 
Shila Nordone, Baileywick BAC Chair 
The new model of student assignment was presented at the district 7 (BOE member 
Deborah Prickett) board advisory committee meeting on April 19th. John Tedesco (BOE 
district 2), the chair of the student assignment committee, shared the draft version of their 
“Community Schools with Smart Choice” model. He stressed that this is not a final model, 
but a starting point for conversation. Here are the highlights: 
 
Wake County will be divided into 5 regions; North, South, East, West and Central. Within 
regions will be zones that are loosely based on current high school attendance zones. 
Parents will have the option of attending a base school within their zones, or magnets and 
themed academies within their region. There will also be the option of applying for one of 
several countywide magnet schools. 95% of magnet schools will remain where they are 
currently located. Once parents choose their top 3 schools, assignment will be determined 
using an algorithm that will balance our schools based on capacity and diversity.   
Mr. Tedesco has been invited by our PTA to present the full description of the model at a 
Baileywick Community Engagement Meeting in the near future; once the date is set we will 
send out an announcement.
