Bullying or Conflict:  There Is a Difference 
Counseling Intern Ms. Jillian Braaten, Ms. Bostick 
 
Intern Jillian Braaten presented several Steps to Respect lessons to fifth graders which 
included helping students realize the difference between bullying and conflict. After 
teaching this information to fifth graders, we both wanted to share it with you.  
Bullying is described in Steps to Respect by the following descriptors: 

 Unfair and one sided 
 When someone keeps hurting, frightening or threatening another person 
 Leaving someone out on purpose 

Conflict is described in Steps to Respect by the following: 
 A disagreement that happens when people want different things 
 The people involved have equal power to solve the problem 
 They are not purposefully trying to hurt each other 

 
Throughout the year teachers in pre K through 5 present lessons from Baileywick’s 
comprehensive violence prevention program which includes teaching skills in these three 
major areas: 

1. Empathy-teaches students to be in touch with their own feelings as well as 
recognize and care about the feelings of others. 

2. Impulse Control-teaches students the problem solving method which includes 
these steps: 

What is the problem? 
What are some solutions? 
Answer the following question about each solution: 

 Is it safe? 
 Is it fair? 
 How will people feel? 
 Will it work? 
3. Chose the best solution and use it. 
4. Ask if it worked.  If it didn’t, choose another solution and use it. 

 
Second Step is used for pre kindergarten through third grade.  Teachers use visuals to 
teach each lesson and then follow up with role plays so students can practice the skill.  Pre 
kindergarten and kindergarten can also use special puppets, Slow Down Snail and 
Impulsive Puppy, to show role-plays.  Fourth and Fifth grade teachers present lessons 
which are based on reading a specific novel which lends itself to discuss the skills that are 
included in their grade level curriculum. 
 
Through LINC presentations, biweekly grade level presentations, these skills are 
reinforced as we highlight the monthly character traits.  For example, the following five 
ways to stop a bully were reinforce in LINC during January, which is self-discipline month.  
Those five steps include the following: 

1. Pretend the bully doesn’t bother you 
2. Tell a bully to stop 
3. Stand up to a bully together 
4. Ignore the bully and walk away 
5. Tell an adult 

 
The website, www.curriki.org, on the Guidance link of Baileywick’s website gives students 
an opportunity to practice solving conflicts. This website was shared by guidance 
volunteer and parent Alex Schray.

Did You Know? (Part One)

As a Baileywick Elementary School parent for almost a full 5 years now, I can – without hesitation – tell you that I LOVE the school. My kids 
are happy and learning at an amazing rate. But, what I am less sure of is WHY that is so. What are the specifics of this little school that make 
their learning process so enjoyable and successful?

Our very own teachers work with the kids, but 
the sessions offer learning environments with small groups of kids, so each child gets extra attention. 
Some icing on the cake is the free snacks that are provided to the students receiving tutoring, as well as free transportation home when the 
hour is over. 
And, that’s not all…. Did you know that Baileywick will also be offering summer school this year? This program will run Monday-Thursday , 
July 6-29 (from 9:00am-3:00pm). It is designed to help students who may already struggle in reading or math not to “lose” what they learned 
the previous year over the long summer break.  
Even better, there is an English as a Second Language (ESL) portion to it, so it can encompass the needs of even more of Baileywick’s 
students. We are anticipating about 100 Baileywick students taking advantage of this great program. And both those students and some of 
our own Baileywick teachers will spend their July at Lead Mine Elementary school, where they will team up with their students and teachers 
for what is expected to be a fun and exciting learning experience! 
And, finally, did you know that both of these great programs are new this year and were made possible because of Baileywick’s Title 1 
status? As a Title 1 school we receive funds from the Federal government to provide our students with just these types of supportive 
programs. 
I, for one, did not know all this. So, I guess you could say that the kids in the classes at Baileywick are not the ONLY ones learning something.
