I am back again this week with some more fun facts about Baileywick that you might not have known. This week’s topic: Clubs. 

For the first time this year, Baileywick offered “clubs” to its 4th and 5th graders. The goal of these clubs is to help students either focus on a 

strength they have or strengthen a weakness.  

All students are participating, and their choices of clubs are long, interesting, and, I suspect, hard to choose just one: 

 Clay Club, allows the children to sculpt something out of clay, glaze it and then Ms. Bailey fires it for them. 

 Ms. Bailey also offers a “Visual Thinking Club”, which teaches the children strategies of how to study famous artists and then the 

children create their own piece of art in the same style as the artist they are studying. 

 Cardio Power is another club offered by Coach Norkus. In this club the children learn about aerobic and anaerobic exercise and 

why it is good for them. 

 Drama Club produced their own play with props, scenery, and costumes. Chorus is offered as another option by Ms. Hayek 

 There is also a Math Club for kids who may be looking to improve their problem solving skills in the subject of math. 

 In the Media Center, Ms. Harden has two exciting clubs taking place:
