Building Resiliency in Your Child

According to A Guide fo Promoting Resilience in Children; Strengthening the Human Spirifby Dr. Edith Grotberg, during the

elementary years, the child learns about industry. He is actively engaged in mastering life skills, particularly in school work.
The child wants to be successful and to have a positive self-image as an achiever. In fact during this time the major part of self-
esteem is based on success in school. This age child learns to complete tasks and do things with others. He wants close friends
and peer acceptance. If the child is unable to be successful in all this industry, he or she begins to feel inferior and becomes
extremely sensitive to his limitation. If the care givers, teachers, or friends make fun of the child or otherwise communicate
that he or she is not very capable, the child will feel insecure and may begin to doubt his self-worth and ability to succeed in
the world.

Some ways parents and care givers can promote resiliency in the elementary child are as follows:

*Provide unconditional love

*Express love verbally and physically in age appropriate ways

*Use limits, calming behaviors, and oral reminders to help the child

*Help the child to manage feelings in positive ways (parent and care givers act as role models for this)

*Model consistent behaviors that communicate values and rules

*Clarify the basis for rules and expectations

*Praise accomplishments and desired behaviors, such as sticking with and finishing a hard homework assignment
*Provide opportunities for the child to practice dealing with problems and adversities through exposure to manageable
adversities and fantasy

*Encourage communication so that issues, expectations and feelings as well as problems can be discussed and shared
*Balance autonomy with available, but not imposed, help

*Allow consequences for mistakes with love and empathy so that the child can fail without feeling too much stress or fear of
loss of approval and love

*Communicate about and negotiate growing independence, new expectations and new challenges

*Encourage the child to accept responsibility for the consequences of his actions.

Care Giver Goals

Empathize with the child and let him know that his feelings are understood
Help the child put his feelings into words

Talk about alternative ways to accomplish a task

Encourage independence and autonomy

Demonstrate loving support

Dear Parents:

How many of your children have been longing to perform for their classmates all year? Well, it's almost time to pick up that
top hat and perform! In order to accommodate all these amazing performers, we will be having a “Talent Show” in my 2-5
grade music classes the last time I see them for music. It is not a requirement that all children have to perform, it is certainly
optional. Some children prefer to learn how to be a good audience. The talent show is only for your child’s class, as there are
no “try-outs” and no practice times during music. However, if your child has signed up to perform, they should practice at
home (or perhaps at recess) so they can feel prepared. They may do something solo or work in a small group (2-3) as long as
that group can practice together.

Several things are considered “talent”: singing, dancing, magic tricks, card tricks, acting, dramatic reading, telling jokes,
jumping rope, stunts, playing an instrument-- anything that can show that the student worked on a performance and anything
that can be done in the music room. If your child would like to perform a pop song (or any song) with an accompaniment CD,
try iTunes or you can find a variety of CDs at Musical Creations (460-7464) or go on their website at
www.musicalcreations.com. They can help you find a song with a demonstration and background music at a reasonable price.
Please be aware that children may only perform music that I call “squeaky clean”. So that you will know exactly when your
child needs his/her props, costumes, CDs, etc. for the right day, here is when classes will perform:
