Would you like a personalized reading list for your child for the summer?  Countless lists abound on the internet and 
elsewhere for boys, for girls, for reluctant readers, for the college-bound, for emergent readers, for transitional readers, for all 
kinds of readers.  But no list is any better than its suitability to the individual.  Now you can help your child create his own 
reading list from the comfort of your own home.  Destiny, Wake County’s online catalog allows you to search Baileywick’s 
collection and create a list based on your child’s interests and reading level.  Just follow these easy steps: 

o www.destiny.wcpss.net 
o Click on Baileywick Rd. Elementary 
o Click on Catalog 
o Type in a subject of interest (usually one word, often plural, i.e. dogs, cats) and click on Subject 
o Click on titles of interest and read the summary, look at the reading level and interest levels under Additional 

Info (There are many formulas for determining reading level.  Reading levels may vary greatly depending on 
the formula used.)  

o Click on “Add to My List” 
o Add to list the by clicking on the green arrow or by returning to “Search Results” on the Green Bar.  Continue 

to click on titles of interest. 
o Return to “Library Search” on the Green Bar and search for other subjects. You can also search by title or 

author. 
o At any time you may click on “In this List” and Print.  You may save it as a text file for further reference. 
o OK, so Baileywick library is not open during the summer, but you can take your list to the public library or the 

bookstore.  Make notes on books you can’t find and you will have a starting list of books to check out in 
August.   

o Having trouble?  Click on “How do I  . . .?” under the top green bar to the right.  The entire Destiny manual is at 
your fingertips. You can always email me at pharden@wcpss.net.  I promise to answer even during the 
summer when I am near a computer. 

o Destiny is a wonderful resource.  Don’t stop with books.  One of Destiny’s most impressive features is its link 
to hundreds of appropriate websites.  Just click on Webpath Express on the left-hand side of the homepage 
and type in your subject.  Click on the topic or the url in blue.  There are news articles, encyclopedia and 
magazine articles, and games, all specifically chosen for elementary kids. 

o Read, read, read this summer.  Read to your child, let him read to you, have him tell you about what he is 
reading, tell him about what you are reading, let him see you reading, make sure a variety of books are readily 
available in your home.  Model reading for information and recreation.  He who reads is always informed and 
never bored.

Talent Show 
Ms. Hayek 
Parent, how many of your children have been longing to perform for their classmates all year?  Well, it’s almost time to pick up 
that top hat and perform! In order to accommodate all these amazing performers, we will be having a “Talent Show” in my 2-5 
grade music classes the last time I see them for music.  It is not a requirement that all children have to perform, it is certainly 
optional.  Some children prefer to learn how to be a good audience.  The talent show is only for your child’s class, as there are 
no “try-outs” and no practice times during music. However, if your child has signed up to perform, they should practice at 
home (or perhaps at recess) so they can feel prepared.  They may do something solo or work in a small group (2-3) as long as 
that group can practice together. 
 
Several things are considered “talent”: singing, dancing, magic tricks, card tricks, acting, dramatic reading, telling jokes, 
jumping rope, stunts, playing an instrument-- anything that can show that the student worked on a performance and anything 
that can be done in the music room.  If your child would like to perform a pop song (or any song) with an accompaniment CD, 
try iTunes or you can find a variety of CDs at Musical Creations (460-7464) or go on their website at 
www.musicalcreations.com. They can help you find a song with a demonstration and background music at a reasonable price.  
Please be aware that children may only perform music that I call “squeaky clean”.  So that you will know exactly when your 
child needs his/her props, costumes, CDs, etc. for the right day, here is when classes will perform: 
 
Monday, June 7:  Sherwood/Hawkins/Risinger/Pinkard  
Tuesday, June 8:  Collins/Domby/Shiers 
Wednesday, June 9: Jordan/M. Robinson 
Thursday, June 10: Kandel/Banks 
 
Feel free to discuss good concert etiquette with your child.  This is an opportunity to not only perform, but also to practice 
those etiquette skills.
